
The attached table macadressbook to Libreoffice Base shows the date of birthdays in the column 
“birthday”. And the array-format of “Birthday” from the table macadressbook is the type 
„Date/Time [TIMESTAMP].

1. A query in Base however does not show any character in the column of birthday. The field 
“birthday” of the query is formatted as “text @” and the format can not be adjusted to the 
type “Date” accordingly.

2. Further on the query does not allow alias-name of the columns. If you introduce alias-names 
the query column will not show any character of the table macadressbook likewise.
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
